It only seems fitting that this month’s column should also have a dedication to Rosie
Woolard. I met Rosie a few years back when I was working at the old Bailey Ray’s.
She was a kind, gentle woman and being a few hundred miles from my own Grandma,
I couldn’t help but somewhat look at her as that figure. Of all the recipes Rosie showed &
me that I use consistently to this day is her dumpling/noodle recipe. Just as she shared

it with me, I would like to share it with all of you.

2.5 cups of all purpose flour, 6 egg yolks, 3 whole eggs, salt to taste, and water to the
desired consistency. Place the first four ingredients in a mixing bowl and mix together
by hand.. Then add water accordingly. If making dumplings add cold tap water until a
thick yet smooth batter is formed. Drop the dumplings by the spoonful into a slow boil-
ing soup. If making noodles add cold tap water until a thick, sticky batter is formed.
Lightly spriokle flour onto a cutting board and roll to desired thickness. Using a pizza
cutter, cut the noodles to desired length and width. Then simply drop into the soup.
This is just one of the many recipes Rosie shared with me but by far the one I enjoy and
do use the most. I hope you find this recipe as entertaining as [ did.  Dave
